Secorfthgimented,
disconnected agendaamong actors hampers the possibility for effective coordination in coming up with
solutions to development challenges. Third, matgvelopment organizations lack the necessary
instrumentsto integrate knowledge sharing tools into their financial and technical support interventions.
Finally inadequate capacitcontinues to undermine th integration of these aspects in implementation.

To this end, th&lobal Partnership on Collaborative Leadership for Development (GPCied)s to put
leadership and coalitions at the center of development by enhancing the Jkmewaround practical
approaches to find sustainable solutions to complex problems. It brings a vision to become the preferred
destination for meaningful collaboration, knowledge exchange and cuéidue research on tools and
methods to support leadership. GPCL4D members work tanilynand collaboratively as part of their
Oown ongoing activities to lead or support country efforts.
